NOTICE OF A TEWKSBURY ZONING BY-LAW and MASSACHUSETTS STATE BUILDING CODE VIOLATION

This office has been recently informed that a barn was constructed on the above referenced property.  Our records do not show any building permits being issued.

Findings:
1. The existence of a barn at the above location

B.
Decision and Remedial Action Required:
1. This is in violation of 780 CMR (Massachusetts State Building Code) Chapter 110.1 “Permit Application” “It shall be unlawful to construct, reconstruct, alter, repair, remove or demolish a building or structure; or to change the use or occupancy of a building or structure; or to install or alter any equipment of which is regulated by 780 CMR without first filing a written application with the building official and obtaining the required permit therefor”.. You are hereby ordered to immediately apply for a building permit for construction of the barn.

C.
Order:

You are hereby ordered to IMMEDIATELY correct all of the above violations. 

Be advised that your failure to comply with all Tewksbury Zoning By-Laws, regulations, and laws may result in revocation, modification or suspension of licenses and permits, if any, issued by the Town of Tewksbury.

This decision and/or order may affect your legal rights.  In regard to zoning matters, you have the right to file an appeal with the Zoning Board of Appeals pursuant to Mass General Laws, Chapter 40A, § 8 and 15.  Any appeal under section eight, as a party aggrieved, to a permit granting authority shall be taken within thirty days from the date of the order or decision, which is being appealed.  In regard to building code violations, you have the right to file with he State Building Code Appeals Board pursuant to Mass General Laws, Chapter 143, § 100 and the Massachusetts State Building Code.

The Tewksbury Zoning By-Laws Provide:

1.5.1.1 PENALTY:  Whoever violates any provisions of this By-Law shall be punished by a fine of not more than three hundred dollars ($300.00) for each violation.  Every day a violation continues after the Town has ordered its abatement shall constitute a new violation. Upon determination this By-Law is being violated, the Building Commissioner shall take immediate steps to enforce this By-Law by causing a complaint to be made before the District Court or by complaint applying for injunction in the Superior Court.
